x Joint strategic planning.

So why did we spend two years working on this and what do we hope it will achieve’
Well, alongside embodying the vision of the psalmist (Psalm 133) and seeking to obe
Christds 0ne weoneamatherrasl lie hds toved ws \(John 13:34), the hope is
that the covenant covers the legal ground so that local church communities can just get
with getting on for the sake of the Kingdom! As such, the Covenant Partnership provides
legal framework hat | ocal <churches can easily op
for sharing together that were previously only accessible through developing formal Loce
Ecumenical Projects.

The effectiveness of the covenant, however, lies in the futdiher than the past. As both
the Anglican and Methodist churches areimagining ministry to better serve the
missional needs of the 21st Century, it seems-braimer that we work more closely to be
strategic in allocating resources, gathering for shgr, and engaging with our local
communities. As Canon Mark Russell challenged the congregation at the signing service
his sermon, the covenant should not simply remain words on a page but must now |
worked out in local churches working together ¢ove the needs of their communities and
make the love of Christ known in word and action. Equally, the hope is that the spirit o
this partnership will begin to encompass other Christian denominations and traditions, e
well as triggering consideration similar covenants in other extended areas.

Mothers' Union

We welcomed Margaret Minns, the Diocesan Social Policy Officer for Mothers'
Union for MU, to our meeting. She began by telling us that we still face the
problems which faced Mary Sumner our founder when she began th
organisation in 1876.

She began witran update on our position now with our involvement at the
United Nations and how members from the U.K. and other parts of the worl
bring issues from their countries to be discussed in papers given to the counc
These include gender equality, violencaiagt women and children, rape as an
instrument of war, child marriages, education for the girl child and materna
deaths in childbirth. Mary Sumner was a big influence in having the age o
marriage raised from 12 years for girls and 14 years for boy$ tgedrs for
both sexes.

At home our Government often consult the staff at headquarters about famil
issues, violence against women and children, debt relief, child maintenanc
fees, Sunday Trading, parental maternity leave and flexible working hours fo
parents. The biggest success has been théoByeChildhood campaign which
was aimed at the sexualisation and commercialisation of children. Fourtee
recommendations were given to the government aimed at protecting childre
and many of these have been ipmrated into law. These tackled advertising
and marketing, age ranges for videos, internet blockage of porn channels al
free parental controls on computers.

Advice is still sort from members about unsuitable viewing and marketing for
children and famiks and members are encouraged to report on anything the
think may harm children. We may not think we have much influence as
individuals but as an organisation we can and our concerns and prayers can
turned into action through our campaigns, research Bng articulate. We
seldom realise the power we have collectively.

The Flower Garden

Where sheltered positions can be given sweet peas may be sown this mon
they can be sown in pots in a cold frame and kegler glass until the spring.
Chrysanthemums lift them out and bed them in a cold frame or greenhouse. C
the plants down to about 6 in. and cut off all the green flowering shoots a
ground level.

The Shrubbery

stake beforeilling in the soil tread the soil, firm after planting. Tie a label with
the name etc., on to the stake. After the first frosts examine newly plante
